A common misconception about Islam.

Did Islam Prevail By The Force Of The Sword?
Many Non-Muslim have this misconception that Islam spread By Sword and
force.
Well, As a matter of Fact. Muslim expanded Islamic state by sword. But Muslims did
not force people to become Muslims but gave them the choice to retain their own
faith provided they submitted to the conditions of peace. In return, the Islamic
government would protect them.
When the Prophet pbuh conquered Makkah, he gave the Quraysh freedom of
choice. He did not force anybody to adopt Islam. He wanted them to become
Muslims as a result of their true understanding of Islam and of their own free will,
not by force. He ordered the Muslims not to kill anybody in Makkah except for a
few who were constantly causing trouble for the Muslims.

When the infidels asked him for refuge, he gave them refuge and gave the opportunity
to study Islam and then to submit to it freely. For instance, Safwan ibn Umayyah fled
to Jeddah when the Muslims conquered Makkah. When some people asked the Holy
Prophet for refuge on his behalf, he sent his turban for him as a sign of refuge to give
him immunity on returning to Makkah.

Safwan returned from Jeddah and asked the Prophet to give him a respite of two
months. He agreed to his request and gave him a respite of four months. And
Safwan accompanied the Holy Prophet of Islam to Hunayn and Ta'if and finally
discarded infidelity and submitted to Islam of his own free will." (Serate
Mustafa.)
Second point is why Islam occupied the other state.
The Muslim fought only against whom who were tyrant and they oppressed
people, the fought for establishing the complete peace and ensured the security
of general people. Irrespective of Muslim and Non-Muslim.
They first presented Islam before the emperor of those state. And ensured them
we don’t want to occupy your thorn; if you become Muslim; you will be remain
on there. As we find in the letter Letter To Hargal, The King Of Rome.

In the Name of God the Merciful, the Compassionate.

..I call upon you to submit to Islam. If you become a Muslim, you will share the
Muslims' gains and their losses, and if you do not want to become a Muslim
yourself, then let your people freely convert to Islam or pay the poll tax, paid in
lieu of conversion to Islam, and do not restrict them in choosing their faith."

The letters of the Holy Prophet of Islam were not exclusively written to kings.
Rather, he sent letters to various nations and to the followers of other faiths so all
would be informed of the rising of the sun of Islam.

A simple definition of idol worship is to believe that anything besides God
can help us, or to hold something as more important to us than God. Thus if
we hold our property (for example) as more important than God, or give our
jobs more time and attention than God —we are committing idol worship.
Unfortunately, the majority of people who believe in God commit this gross offense
without even realizing it. If you ask them, "Who is your god?", they will be outraged
to hear this question. "What do you mean, "Who is your god?' they will ask, "My
god is the Creator of the heavens and the earth.' " And most of these people will be
shocked to find out that their proclamation that their god is the Creator of the
heavens and the earth is no more than lip service, and that they are in fact destined
for Hell (12:106). Idol worship is a gross injustice, the violation of the first
commandment in all the scriptures of God, and is an unforgivable sin if maintained
until death.

[31:13] Recall that Lugmaan said to his son, as he enlightened him, "O

my son, do not set up any idols beside GOD; idolatry is a gross
injustice."
*Footnote: *31:13 How will you feel if you take care of a child, give him
the best education, and prepare him for life, only to see him thank
someone else?

our own volition. Everything we have done in this world will be nullified.
[39:65] It has been revealed to you, and to those before you that if you ever commit
idol worship, all your works will be nullified, and you will be with the losers.

The natural instinct of monotheism that God has placed in us ( 30:30; to make
it easier for us to choose the right path) commands us to dedicate our worship
to God Alone, and not associate anything with God. All places of worship
should be dedicated to God Alone. Belief in God includes the understanding
that He alone is worthy of worship.

“I could never dress like that.” - Sara Bokker commenting on veiled Muslim
women (before embracing Islam)

Sara Bokker is a former actress, model, fitness instructor, and (and now) an
activist. She is an American woman, who had lived in Florida and on the South
Beach of Miami. She abandoned her bikini, a symbol of her liberty as she used to
perceive it, for nigab (face veil).

Despite being raised as a Lutheran, Sara didn’t believe in the “church stuff” such
as singing, worshiping pictures of crosses and Jesus, and eating “the body and
blood of Christ.” As she says, “It just did not make any sense to me.” As years
passed by, she found herself on the wrong side of history. Stress and confusion
were her two best companions. Sara had much disgust and hatred for herself. She
turned to alcohol, dropped out of college and at the age of 19 she left South
Dakota, where she grew up, for Florida by herself. Still, sadness followed her
while in Florida, and she turned to psychology, self-help books and tapes, and
exercise.

Trying to conform with the Florida lifestyle, Sara found herself a slave of her
looks. Her money was mostly consumed by hairdresser, manicurist, gym, mall,
and other beauty-making expenses. “It cost a lot of time and money to look good.”
She says. Even falling in love did not alleviate sadness and stress. Then she began
looking into all types and kinds of religions. She came to be interested mostly in
metaphysical studies, and some sort of Eastern-type meditation and yoga. She
adhered to those but she found herself craving for more than that. Eventually she
went back to college, where she developed a passion for International Relations.
It was in college where she learnt the ugly truth about “American History” and
“US Foreign Policy.” She says, “I was horrified with all the injustice, racism, and
oppression. It broke my heart. | was so saddened by the suffering in the world. |
decided I must do something about it.” She embarked on a self-appointed duty to
educate the local high school and college students about the injustice in the
Middle East. She went as far as organizing local activists to travel to Washington,
DC, to protest the upcoming war in Irag. During this process, she met a Muslim
man who had dedicated his life to fight for justice and human rights. The man had
started his own organization, to which Sara worked as a volunteer so that she
could learn more and help in the struggle. As they worked together, the Muslim
guy taught Sara stories of Prophet Mohammad (peace be upon him), his disciples,
and the civilization of Islam. “I was shocked to hear these stories, as I knew
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nothing about this history. | became enchanted with Islam and read all I could
about it, eventually reading the Qur’an.” She said.

Finally she found the truth in Islam. To all her queries about Islam, she got the
answers which, according to her, were “very logical and amazingly functional.”
She discovered that Islam is a complete way of life possessing guidance and
answers to even the smallest of details, like how to eat and sleep.

In January 2003, at the age of 29, Sara reverted to Islam. “A blanket of comforting
peace embraced me.” She explains the experience, “I felt so calm and sure and
full of joy. All of a sudden I had a purpose in life, a reason to exist.” Sara
pronounced her Shahadah (testimony of faith) at a public groundbreaking for a
new masjid. The Muslim sisters present went to hug her. “I was crying from so
much joy,” She says. The following day, eager to show the world her new
religion, she went to a local Middle Eastern store to buy hijabs (headscarves) and
dresses appropriate for a Muslim woman. From that day forward, Sara dressed
decently. She walked down the same streets and neighborhoods where, days
earlier, she had walked in shorts, bikini, and other indecent western attires.“Free
at last!” she said. “I had broken the chains of fashion and physical enslavement
enforced by a superficial society. Honestly, | felt as if a huge weight had been
lifted off my shoulders. I no longer felt the pressure to dress and look better than
everyone else.” This is what she advises women who wish to have true liberation:
As an ex non-Muslim, I insist on women’s right to equally know about hijab, its
virtues, and the peace and happiness it brings to a woman’s life as it did to mine.
Yesterday, the bikini was the symbol of my liberty, when in actuality it only
liberated me from my spirituality and true value as a respectable human being. |
couldn’t be happier to shed my bikini in South Beach and the “‘glamorous”
Western lifestyle to live in peace with my Creator and enjoy living among fellow
humans as a worthy person. It is why | choose to wear nigab (face veil), and why
| will die defending my inalienable right to wear it. Today, nigab is the new
symbol of woman’s liberation to find who she is, what her purpose is, and the
type of relation she chooses to have with her Creator. To women who surrender
to the ugly stereotype against the Islamic modesty of Hijab, | say: You don’t know
what you are missing.

Sara was married by the man who introduced her to Islam exactly one month after
her reversion. As a couple, they continue to work against injustice throughout the
world. They have been travelling throughout the Middle East and they have now
moved from America to Egypt to live in an Islamic environment. “My heart 1s
complete. The sadness and loneliness are gone. | now feel | belong. I am
somebody.” She says.
